
Within Reach! 
In just a few short years, what started as a vision from the Lord for 
outreach growth has become a nearly full reality! The Reach More 
Building Campaign sought to fully fund the debt-free construction 
of a very large building to house our travel vehicles on one side and 
to house a professional film studio on the other side. In this way, 
God’s Helping Hands will have the facility space needed to both 
maintain its current ministry and be able to expand its Gospel 
outreach through an 
online presence with an 
ever-growing body of 
resources rooted in 

God’s Word. We are SO CLOSE to achieving building occupancy and 
the opening of this ministry field! So what’s left? PHASE 5 is the final 
building phase of the Reach More Building Campaign! It contains 20 
items -- everything from larger finish projects like ceiling insulation, 
boiler, paint and studio set lighting to smaller items like doors and 
trim. The total estimated cost of this phase is $80,000, but we don’t 
need to wait for that full amount to begin checking projects off the 
list. Our plan is to have filming assignments ready to go as soon as 
this phase is complete, and although we will continue to build out 
the equipment we will be utilizing over the next many years, we have 
what we need to begin production as soon as PHASE 5 is finished! So exciting! It’s nearly within reach! Every time 
we feel like doubting, all we need to do is to look at what God has ALREADY accomplished in a short time! He is 
so faithful and continues to confirm His plan for God’s Helping Hands in many ways not the least of which is the 
generous giving from people just like you! Thank you for linking hands with us as we stretch out to reach more 
with the Gospel of Jesus Christ! 

Seeing the Impact
